Guidelines for Rest Breaks

Some students may be granted rest breaks as part of their examination accommodations. While the time of all rest breaks cannot be determined in advance it is important that the invigilator follow the guidelines set for rest breaks in the exam period.

· A student may take a rest break/s during the exam if approved by the Examination Officer in advance of the exam

· The purpose of the rest break will be outlined to the student and the invigilator in writing prior to the exam and the amount of rest breaks and the duration of the rest breaks will also be set out in writing prior to the exam

· During the rest break the student is not permitted to communicate with any other person unless it is to questions to the invigilator about the rest break / exam or to a P.A. in relation to personal care

· The invigilator should supervise the student while the student is taking a rest break 

· In situations when a rest break is taken when required by a student the rest break may be timed by the invigilator and added on the time specified for the exam
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
